Natixis Investment Managers International
is domiciled in France and is regulated by the Autoritié des Marchés Financier (AMF) to
provide investment management and collective portfolio management services. The
Distribution Agreement with Natixis Investment Managers International provides that Natixis
Investment Managers International may appoint sub-distributors and agents.

As a matter of Irish law, the assets of one Fund will not be available to meet the liability of
another. However, the Company is a single legal entity that may operate or have assets
held on its behalf or be subject to claims in other jurisdictions that may not necessarily
recognise such segregation.

Changes or measures effected in government fiscal, monetary and regulatory policies of a
government, including government policies to manage the decline in market conditions are
not always fully successful in preventing further disruption in the financial markets or the
further failure of financial sector companies.

There is a risk of terrorist attacks throughout the world. If a terrorist attack was to occur it
may cause significant loss of life, property damage and disruptions in global markets. As a
result of a terrorist attack, economic and diplomatic sanctions may be put in place or
imposed in certain states and military action may commence. The impact of such events is
unclear but could have material adverse effects on general economic conditions and market
liquidity.

Events such as health pandemics or outbreaks of disease may lead to increased short-term
market volatility and may have adverse long-term effects on the U.S. and world economies
and markets generally. For example, in the first quarter of 2020, COVID-19 has become a
global pandemic and has spread to numerous countries, prompting precautionary
government-imposed closures and restrictions of certain travel and businesses in many
countries around the world. This has led to meaningful disruption to the global economy and
markets and can adversely affect the performance of a Fund’s investments as a result.

A persistent outbreak over an extended period of time could have an adverse impact on a
Fund’s investments, or a Fund’s ability to source new investments or to realize its
investments. Pandemics and similar events could also have an acute effect on individual
issuers or related groups of issuers and could adversely affect securities markets, interest
rates, ratings, credit risk, inflation, deflation and other factors relating to a Fund’s
investments. Similarly, the Management Company’s operations and the operations of the
Management Company’s and the Fund’s delegates and service providers could be acutely
effected by the pandemic.

Additionally, the risks related to health pandemics or outbreaks of disease are heightened
due to uncertainty as to whether such an event would qualify as a force majeure event. The
applicability, or lack thereof, of force majeure provisions could also come into question in
connection with contracts that the Fund and its investments have entered into, which could
ultimately work to their detriment. If a force majeure event is determined to have occurred,
a counterparty to the Fund or a portfolio investment may be relieved of its obligations under
certain contracts to which it is a party, or, if it has not, the Fund and its investments may be
required to meet their contractual obligations, despite potential constraints on their
operations and/or financial stability. Either outcome could adversely impact investments and
the Fund’s performance.

The COVID-19 pandemic has resulted in the closure of offices or other businesses, including
office buildings, retail stores and other commercial venues and could also result in (a) the
lack of availability or price volatility of raw materials or component parts necessary to an
investment’s business, (b) continued disruption of regional or global trade markets and/or
the availability of capital or economic decline. This may have an adverse impact on a Fund’s
value and/or its investments.

Risk Relating to Emerging Markets

Funds investing in emerging markets may be significantly affected by adverse political,
economic or regulatory developments.

The relevant Shareholder is required to indemnify the Company against any loss suffered
by it in connection with any obligation or liability to deduct.

If a redeeming Shareholder requests redemption of a number of Shares that represents 5%
or more of the net asset value of a Fund, the Directors may in their sole discretion redeem
the Shares by way of exchange for Investments and in such circumstances the Company
will, if requested by the redeeming Shareholder, sell the Investments on behalf of the
Shareholder.

Payment of Redemption Proceeds

Unless otherwise provided for in the Combined Irish Prospectus, the Registrar and Transfer
Agent will usually pay the redemption proceeds within 3 business days in Dublin from the
date the relevant redemption request is deemed to be accepted (as described above). If the

CONFLICTS OF INTEREST

The Management Company, the Investment Manager, and other companies within the
Natixis group may, from time to time, act as managers, corporate directors, investment
managers or advisers to other funds or sub-funds, or for separate accounts, which follow
similar investment objectives as those of the sub-funds of the Company, which includes the
Funds. It is therefore possible that the Management Company or the Investment Manager
may, in the course of their business, have potential conflicts of interest with the Company
or a particular Fund. Each of the Management Company and the Investment Manager will,
however, have regard in any such event to its obligations under the Management Agreement
and the Investment Management Agreement respectively and, in particular, to its obligation
to act in the best interests of the Company so far as obligations to other clients are
concerned when undertaking investment where potential conflicts of interest may arise.

The Directors, Management Company, any Investment Manager, the Depositary, the
Administrator and the Distributor and their holding companies, subsidiaries, affiliates,
employees, officers and directors (collectively the “Parties” and individually a “Party”) are
or may be involved in other financial investment and professional activities which may on
occasion cause conflict of interest with the management of the Company. These include
management of other funds, purchases and sales of securities, investment and
management counselling, provision of administration and trustee/custodial services,
brokerage services and serving as directors, officers, advisers or agents of other funds or
other companies, including companies in which the Company may invest. The Parties, and
in particular, the Management Company and any Investment Manager, are or may be
involved in advising other investment funds which have similar or overlapping investment
objectives to or with the Company and shall fairly allocate any investment opportunities
which may arise. Each of the Parties will respectively ensure that the performance of their
respective duties will not be impaired by any such involvement that they may have and that
any conflicts which may arise will be resolved fairly. If any of the assets of the Company are
invested in any such investment funds, the Party involved in providing such management or
other advisory services to such other investment funds will waive the preliminary or initial
charges which it may otherwise be entitled to charge for its own account. In relation to such
investment of the Company’s assets, if any commission or fees are or would be received by
a Party by virtue of an investment of the assets of the Company in such investment fund,
such commission will be paid to the Company for its own account.
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Due to the widespread operations undertaken by the Parties, conflicts of interest may arise.
The Management Company’s fee is based on a percentage of the net asset value of each
Fund. The Management Company and any Investment Manager may provide valuation
services to the Administrator (to assist in calculating the net asset value of a Fund) in relation
to Investments which are not listed or traded on a Regulated Market. In addition, a Party
may acquire or dispose of any investment notwithstanding that the same or similar
investments may be owned by or for the account of or otherwise connected with the
Company. Furthermore, a Party may acquire, hold or dispose of investments
notwithstanding that such investments had been acquired or disposed of by or on behalf of
the Company by virtue of a transaction effected by the Company in which the Party was
concerned provided that the acquisition by a Party of such investments is effected on normal
commercial terms negotiated on an arm’s length basis and the investments held by the
Company are acquired on the best terms reasonably obtainable having regard to the
interests of the Company. A Party may deal with the Company as principal or as agent,
provided that any such dealings are in the best interests of Shareholders and are conducted
on an arm’s length basis.

Transactions entered into with a Party for and on behalf of the Company are permitted
transactions only in circumstances where at least one of the following conditions is satisfied:

(a) the value of the transaction is certified by a person approved by the Depositary (or
by the Directors in the case of a transaction involving the Depositary or an affiliate of
the Depositary) as being independent and competent; or

(b)  execution is on best terms on an organised investment exchange under the rules of
the relevant exchange; or

(c) where (a) or (b) are not practical, execution is on terms which the Depositary (or the
Directors in the case of a transaction involving the Depositary or an affiliate of the
Depositary) is satisfied conforms to the requirement that such transactions be
conducted at arm’s length and in the best interests of Shareholders at the date of the
transaction.

REPORTS
The Company'’s fiscal year end is 31 December.

Audited annual reports will be made available within 4 months of the relevant year-end and
unaudited half-yearly reports will be made available within 2 months following the end of the
relevant half-year.

CERTAIN SINGAPORE TAX CONSIDERATIONS

You should be aware that they may or may not be required to pay income tax in relation to
their investments in the Funds. If you are in doubt of your tax position, you should consult
your own independent tax advisors.
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You should be aware that Singapore intends to commence the automatic cross-border
exchange of tax information under the standard for automatic exchange of financial account
information in tax matters developed by the Organisation for Economic Co-Operation and
Development (also known as the Common Reporting Standard), in 2018. It is intended that
such information exchanges are to be carried out on a bilateral basis with jurisdictions which
Singapore has signed Competent Authority Agreements with, subject to certain conditions.

USE OF DERIVATIVES OR OTHER INVESTMENT TECHNIQUES AND
INSTRUMENTS

In accordance with the investment limits and restrictions set out in the section headed “Use
of Derivatives or Other Investment Techniques and Instruments” and Appendices Il and Il
in the Irish Prospectus, the Funds may use financial derivative instruments for efficient
portfolio management or hedging purposes and may include transactions in SFTs (as
defined in the Irish Prospectus), as specified in each Fund’s investment policy in the relevant
Irish Supplement. Please refer to the “Use of Derivatives or Other Investment Techniques
and Instruments” section of the Irish Prospectus for more information on the investment
limits relating to the use of derivatives and SFTs.

The Company calculates a Fund's global risk exposure daily by using the standard
commitment approach-or the value at risk ("VaR") approach as appropriate depending on
the Fund's risk profile in accordance with ESMA Guidelines (Ref.: CESR/10-788).

Commitment Approach

The Commitment Approach takes into account the conversion of any financial derivative
instrument (as well as embedded derivatives) position into the equivalent position in the
underlying asset of that derivative with netting and hedging arrangements and leverage
linked to efficient portfolio management transactions.

VaR methodology

Where a Fund’s investment exposure exceeds its Net Asset Value this is known as
leverage. Leverage is investment exposure gained through the use of financial derivative
instruments. It is calculated using the sum of the notional values of all of the financial
derivative instruments held by a Fund, without netting. The expected level of leverage may
vary over time.

VaR means a measure of the maximum expected loss at a given confidence level over a
specific time period. The Company uses 99% as the confidence level over a one-month
time period. There are two types of VaR, absolute VaR and relative VaR. Relative VaR
measures the global exposure of the Fund against the global exposure of an appropriate
benchmark or index. If using VaR as the global exposure measure for a Fund, the VaR of
the Fund is not permitted to exceed twice that of the benchmark or index.

Absolute VaR is appropriate for use where a Fund does not define its investment targets in
line with a benchmark and/or where a Fund has an absolute return strategy. Where absolute
VaR is selected for a Fund, the ESMA Guidelines state that the VaR measure must not
exceed 20% of that Fund’s net asset value. Using the confidence level and time period
selected by the Company, a Fund which is measured using absolute VaR would be limited
to a 99% one-month VaR of 20% of the Net Asset Value. This means that, under normal
market conditions, there is a 1% probability that the value of the Fund could decrease by
20% or more over the following 20 business days.
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The Management Company will ensure that the risk management and compliance
procedures are adequate and has been or will be implemented and that it has the necessary
expertise to manage the risk relating to the use of financial derivatives.

You may write in to the Company directly or through the Singapore Representative to
request for further information relating to the risk management methods employed by the
Company and the Company will reserve the discretion to determine if it would be appropriate
or possible (depending on the specific circumstances, including without limitation, on
whether the nature of the information requested for is confidential) to provide you with such
further information. Please refer to the “Risk Factors — Financial Derivative Instruments”
section of the Irish Prospectus for information on the risks factors concerning the use of
derivatives.

SOFT DOLLAR COMMISSIONS

The Management Company or the Investment Manager may make use of soft commission
arrangements to enable it to obtain specialist services the benefits of which must be those
which assist in the provision of investment services to the Company, and are beneficial to
the management of the Funds and that may include the provision of services which are not
available from traditional brokering services. To the extent permitted by the rules/regulations
in the jurisdiction in which each is registered, the Management Company or any Investment
Manager may accept goods or services on a soft commission basis from these brokerage
firms. The precise nature of such services will vary, but may include (i) research related to
the economy, industries or a specific company, (ii) investment related hardware or software,
(i) electronic and other types of market quotation information systems, or (iv) financial or
economic programs and seminars. All transactions undertaken on a soft commission basis
in respect of the Funds will be subject to the fundamental rule of best execution (except to
the extent that under applicable law, the Management Company or the Investment Manager
may cause the Funds to pay higher commissions to brokers in recognition of their soft
commission services), will also be disclosed in the subsequent relevant semi-annual and
annual reports of the Company and will comply with the requirements and notices or other
publications of the Central Bank, then in effect.

CALCULATION OF NET ASSET VALUE

The Net Asset Value of each Fund is expressed in its base currency. The calculation of the
Net Asset Value of each Share of each class of a Fund will be carried out by the
Administrator in accordance with the requirements of the Articles and details are set out
under the section headed “Statutory and General Information” in the lIrish Prospectus.
Except when the determination of the Net Asset Value of any Fund has been suspended or
postponed in the circumstances set out under the section headed “Valuation, Subscriptions
and Redemptions — Temporary Suspensions” in the Irish Prospectus, the calculation of the
Net Asset Value of each Fund and of the Net Asset Value per Share in a Fund will be
prepared as at each Valuation Point and will be available to Shareholders on request. The
Net Asset Value per Share shall also be made public at the offices of the Promoter and the
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Administrator during normal business hours and will be published on the Promoter’s website
at https://www.im.natixis.com/sg/fund-explorer (which must be kept up-to-date).

The Net Asset Value of any class of Shares within a Fund will be prepared by deducting
that class’ proportionate share of the liabilities of the Fund from that class’ proportionate
share of the assets of the Fund.

The Net Asset Value of each Share of each class will be determined by dividing the Net
Asset Value of the class by the number of Shares of that class.

FEES, CHARGES AND EXPENSES

The fees, charges and expenses applicable to the Funds are set out in the tables below.

Payable by You

Sales Charge

For certain Classes, an intermediary (e.g., the
distributor through which the Shares are purchased)
may impose a sales charge up to the amount stated
in the Irish Prospectus for that particular Fund or
Class. The actual amount of any sales charge is
determined by the distributor through which the
purchase of Shares is made. Such distributor shall
retain such sales charge in remuneration for its
intermediary activity.

Sales Charges range from nil to 3%, depending on the
Fund and Class.

Additional fees may be payable to the distributors that
are in addition to the maximum sales charge,
depending on the specific nature of services provided
by the distributors. You are advised to check with the
relevant distributor regarding whether such additional
fees apply.

Redemption Charge

None of the Classes currently available in Singapore
are subject to a redemption charge.

Conversion fee

If Shares are converted for Shares of another Fund or
class of Shares having the same or a lower sales
charge, no additional charge shall be levied.

If Shares are converted for Shares of another Fund or
class of Shares having a higher sales charge, the
conversion may be subject to a conversion fee equal
to the difference in percentage of the sales charges of
the relevant Shares. The actual amount of the
conversion fee is determined by the financial
institution through which the conversion of Shares is
made. Such financial institution shall retain such
conversion fee in remuneration for its intermediary
activity.

Additional Levies

The Directors reserve the right to levy an additional
charge of up to 2% of the net asset value of the
Shares subscribed if the Directors consider that the
applying investor is engaging in excessive trading or
market-timing practices. Any such charge shall be
levied for the benefit of the Fund concerned.

The levy is assessed to the Shareholder of record
according to the relevant Fund's regi
