RE: PINEBRIDGE GLOBAL FUNDS (THE “FUND”) - TERMINATION OF PINEBRIDGE GLOBAL
EMERGING MARKETS SDG CORPORATE BOND FUND (THE “SUB-FUND")

At PineBridge, we continually review our fund range to ensure that the investment characteristics
and positioning of our funds remain both relevant and consistent with the current investment

environment and expectations of our clients.

As part of this review process, we are writing to inform you of our intention to terminate PineBridge

Global Emerging Markets SDG Corporate Bond Fund in which you have invested.

WHY IS THE SUB-FUND TERMINATING?
Pursuant to Clause 31.03 of the trust deed of the Fund, as amended (the “Trust Deed”), PineBridge
Investments Ireland Limited as manager of the Fund (the “Manager”) has discretion to terminate

the Sub-Fund at any time.

The Manager has determined to terminate the Sub-Fund due to anticipated outflows such that the
asset level of the Sub-Fund will no longer provide for sufficient scale to operate in an economically

efficient manner.
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As such, the Manager has resolved to terminate the Sub-Fund with effect from 17 January 2024
(the “Effective Date”).

With effect from the date of this notice, the Sub-Fund will not be marketed to the public and will

not accept subscriptions or switches into the Sub-Fund from any new investors.
WHAT WILL HAPPEN TO MY INVESTMENT?

As a valued investor, we WOULD LIKE TO OFFER YOU several options:

Switch to another Sub-Fund

You may switch your unitholding free of charge into another sub-fund of the Fund that is authorised
or recognised and available for sale in your jurisdiction and in accordance with the provisions of
the Fund prospectus and the supplements (collectively the “Prospectus”) and other document(s)
forming part of the offering documents in the relevant jurisdiction (collectively as the “Offering

Documents”):

Should you wish to switch to another sub-fund, please notify State Street Fund Services (Ireland)
Limited (the “Administrator”), no later than 12:00 noon Irish time / 19:00 p.m. (Singapore time)
on 10 January 2024 (the “Dealing Cut-Off”)2.

Before investing into another sub-fund of the Fund, please ensure that you have read and
understood the investment objective, policies, risks and fees applicable to the relevant sub-fund
as described in the Offering Documents.

Redeem your Unitholding

If you wish to redeem your units in the Sub-Fund, you may do so free of charge in accordance with

the provisions of the Offering Documents.

For Unitholders in Singapore, the Offering Documents
include the Singapore prospectus and the Product Highlight Sheet.

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Please notify the Administrator no later than the Dealing Cut-Off3.

In the event that the Administrator has not received any redemption or switching request by the
Dealing Cut-Off, all of your unitholdings in the Sub-Fund will be compulsorily redeemed free of any
charge at the final Net Asset Value per unit calculated on the Effective Date, and any redemption

proceeds due to you will normally be settled within 3 Business Days following the Effective Date.

The Sub-Fund will not accept further subscriptions between the date of this notice and the Effective
Date.

WINDING UP

Pursuant to the Offering Documents, the Sub-Fund will be managed so as to be fully invested,
other than during periods where the Manager believes that a larger cash position is justified. As
such, while the Manager will continue managing the Sub-Fund according to its investment policy
and guidelines on a best efforts basis, as part of an orderly wind-down and acting in the Unitholders’
best interests, the Manager will start to liquidate the Sub-Fund’s assets prior to the Effective Date
and in doing so may deviate from the investment policy of the Sub-Fund as it sells off positions in
which the Sub-Fund has invested. Accordingly, please note that, the Sub-Fund’s exposure may
substantially, and increasingly as the Effective Date approaches, consist of cash and / or money

market equivalents.

We have determined that the final sale of any remaining investments of the Sub-Fund will start on
or before the Effective Date and it will be conducted in a manner that is considered to be in the
best interests of the Unitholders. Following the final sale of the remaining investments of the Sub-
Fund, the final Net Asset Value per unit will be calculated on the Effective Date and the proceeds
of any amount due to you will normally be settled within 3 Business Days following the Effective
Date. The costs arising from the termination of the Sub-Fund are expected to be approximately US
$27,000 and will be borne by the Sub-Fund. These costs have already been accrued and
accounted for in the Net Asset Value of the Sub-Fund as at the date of this letter. There are no

unamortized preliminary expenses of the Sub-Fund.

After the Sub-Fund has been wound-up and the final annual accounts of the Sub-Fund have been

prepared, should a surplus of cash exist due to any difference between the accrued estimated

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termination costs and the actual termination costs, a second, which will also be the final,
distribution will be paid directly to the relevant Unitholders. If the actual termination costs exceed
the accrued estimated termination costs, the Manager will bear the shortfall. The second
distribution will be calculated on a pro-rata basis to the unitholding in the Sub-Fund of each
Unitholder as of the Effective Date. Regarding whether or not there is a second distribution, your
client relation representative should contact you after the final annual accounts of the Sub-Fund
are issued. If there is a second distribution, the money will be paid to you. Please be advised that
if this second distribution amount (the “Cash”) is less than USD10 per unitholder, being the
minimum transactional cost that would be incurred in making the distribution, we reserve the right
not to distribute such amount. Pursuant to Clause 32.03 (b) of the Trust Deed, the Trustee may,
at the expiration of twelve months from the date on which the Cash was payable, arrange for the
Cash, or such amount of the Cash as remains at that time, to be paid to a charity chosen by the
Trustee, subject to the right of the Trustee to deduct therefrom any expenses it may incur in

carrying out this payment.

After the Sub-Fund is terminated, we will seek to have the approval of the Sub-Fund revoked by

the Central Bank of Ireland.

TAXATION
Unitholders should consult with their professional advisers in relation to the tax treatment of their

unitholdings in the Sub-Fund.

STRUCTURE OF THE FUND
PineBridge Global Funds

The Fund was constituted on 4 March 2005 as an open-ended umbrella unit trust with
segregated liability between sub-funds established and authorised in Ireland as an
undertaking for collective investment in transferable securities pursuant to the Regulations (as
defined in the Irish Prospectus).

The Trust Deed constitutes the Fund, which is made up of the Sub-Funds. It is made between
the Manager and the Trustee, and is binding on us and all Unitholders (and all persons
claiming through them as if such Unitholders and persons had been a party to the Trust
Deed).

The Trust Deed was originally dated 4 March 2005 and was amended by way of the First
Supplemental Trust Deed dated 6 July 2005, Second Supplemental Trust Deed dated 13
December 2005, Third Supplemental Trust Deed dated 7 February 2006, Fourth Supplemental
Trust Deed dated 3 July 2007, Fifth Supplemental Trust Deed dated 2 November 2007, Sixth
Supplemental Trust Deed dated 27 March 2009, Seventh Supplemental Trust Deed dated 7
April 2010 and Eighth Supplemental Trust Deed dated 29 March 2011. The Trust Deed was
amended and restated on 19 February 2013 and amended by way of the First Supplemental
Trust Deed dated 21 March 2016. The Trust Deed was amended and restated on 17 October
2016, 24 September 2018 and on 26 January 2021.

The Trust Deed may be inspected, free of charge, at the registered office of the Singapore
Representative.

The Fund is made up of several Sub-Funds. To invest in the Fund is to purchase Units in a
Sub-Fund or Sub-Funds. It is the Sub-Fund which accumulates the assets on behalf of the
Unitholders. A Unit in a Sub-Fund represents the beneficial ownership of one undivided unit in
the assets of the relevant Sub-Fund referable to that type of Unit.

The Fund is not liable as a whole as the assets of each Sub-Fund will belong exclusively to
that Sub-Fund, will be segregated from the other Sub-Funds, will not be used to discharge
directly or indirectly the liabilities of or claims against any other Sub-Fund and will not be
available for such purpose.

The base currency of each Sub-Fund is set out in the relevant Supplement.

Please refer to the section titled "THE FUND" in the Irish Prospectus for additional details on
the Fund.

Sub-Funds and Unit Classes offered in Singapore
Currently, 21 Sub-Funds are offered for subscription under this Singapore Prospectus.

Each Supplement contains specific information on the relevant Sub-Fund that may vary
between Sub-Funds. To the extent that there is any inconsistency between the Irish
Prospectus and any Supplement, the relevant Supplement shall prevail.

Units in each Sub-Fund may be designated as different Classes with different rights or
benefits attaching to them, such as fees, distribution policy, Class Currency or a combination
of different features. A separate portfolio of assets will not be maintained for a Class of Unit
within a Sub-Fund.

Units in the Fund are divided into Class A, Class C, Class J, Class L, Class M, Class R, Class
SR, Class W, Class X, Class Y, Class YY and Class Z. Within each Class of Units, the Fund
may issue either Distributing Units (Units which distribute are denoted by a "D" or "DC") or



Accumulating Units (Units which accumulate net income). The Unit Classes may also be in
various currencies (as denoted by a number 1 to 14 in the 'Initial Offer Price Table' in the
section titled "UNITCLASS DESCRIPTIONS" in the Irish Prospectus) and may be hedged
(denoted by the letter H) or unhedged.

Distributions

Unless stated otherwise in the Supplement of the relevant Sub-Fund, we may declare a
distribution once a year out of the net income (whether in the form of dividends, interest or
otherwise) available for distribution by a Sub-Fund together with net realised and unrealised
capital gains forming part of the capital of the relevant Sub-Fund and subject to such
adjustments in relation to each Sub-Fund as may be appropriate (the "Distribution Amount").
We may also declare interim distributions on the same basis.

Where we determine in our discretion to pay a Distribution Amount in respect of a Sub-Fund,
please note that such distributions may amount to a return or withdrawal of part of the original
investment or any capital gains attributable to that original investment. Under normal
circumstances, such distributions will result in an immediate decrease in the Net Asset Value
of the relevant Sub-Fund.

Upon our discretion, distributions may be paid out of capital ("Capital Distributions").
Payment of Capital Distributions amounts to a return or withdrawal of part of an investor's
original investment or of capital gains attributable to that original investment, and such
distributions will result in a corresponding immediate decrease in the Net Asset Value per Unit
of the corresponding Unit Classes. Capital Distributions will accordingly lead to capital erosion
and may be achieved by forgoing the potential for future capital growth in which case the value
in future returns would also be diminished. This cycle may continue until all capital is depleted.

MANAGEMENT STRUCTURE AND OTHER PARTIES
The Manager and Global Distributor

We, the Manager of the Fund, PineBridge Investments Ireland Limited, are a limited liability
company incorporated in Ireland. We have been managing collective investment schemes and
other collective investment vehicles since 1989. We are licensed and regulated by the Central
Bank.

We have been appointed to manage the Fund and each Sub-Fund pursuant to the Trust
Deed. We, on behalf of the Fund, will act as Global Distributor of Units and provide
Unitholders with Unitholder servicing and maintenance services.

If we go into liquidation (except a voluntary liquidation for the purpose of reconstruction or
amalgamation upon terms previously approved in writing by the Trustee) or if a receiver is
appointed in respect of any of our assets or if an examiner is appointed to us pursuant to the
Companies Act 2014 of Ireland, the Trustee may, in accordance with the Trust Deed, appoint
another corporation to replace us as managers of the Fund and/or terminate the Fund or any
of the Sub-Funds.

Ms. Cowhey (Irish Resident) has over 30 years' experience in the offshore funds industry and
currently acts as a non-executive independent chairman, director and committee member of
various investment fund and management boards in Dublin, Luxembourg and the United
Kingdom. From 1999 to 2006, she held various executive positions within Amundi Pioneer,
including Head of Legal and Compliance and Head of International Product Development.
From 1992 to 1999, she held various executive positions within Invesco Asset Management,
including Managing Director, Global Fund Director and Head Legal Counsel. Ms. Cowhey is a
qualified Irish lawyer and a Chartered Director accredited by the oD (London).

Ms. Cowhey was a member of the Committee on Collective Investment Governance (CCIG)
which was established by the Central Bank of Ireland in December 2013 and which issued an
expert report in July 2014 on recommendations for good governance practice for investment
funds.

Mr. Karpik served in Chairman and CEO roles across their UK, France, and Ireland
entities and has significant investment, fund product and governance experience. Prior to his
role as EMEA CEO, Mr. Karpik held roles in Europe as Head of Investments, Chief Operating
Officer, Head of UK, Ireland and Middle East, Global Head of Cash Investments and EMEA

The Trustee

State Street Custodial Services (Ireland) Limited has been appointed to act as Trustee of the
Fund.

The Trustee is a private limited company incorporated in Ireland and regulated by the Central
Bank. Its principal activity is to act as trustee/custodian of the assets of the collective
investment schemes.

If the Trustee goes into liquidation (except a voluntary liquidation for the purpose of
reconstruction or amalgamation upon terms previously approved in writing by us) or if a
receiver is appointed in respect of any of the Trustee's assets or if an examiner is appointed to
the Trustee pursuant to the Companies Act 2014 of Ireland, we may terminate the Fund or any
of the Sub-Funds in accordance with the Trust Deed. The Trustee will ensure that (a) the
Fund's assets held in the custody of the Trustee or of a delegated third party in the European
Union ("EU delegate") will not be distributed to the creditors of the Trustee or EU delegate (as
the case may be) in the event of its insolvency, and (b) the delegated third party will ensure
that if it becomes insolvent, the Fund's assets held in its custody will not be distributed to its
creditors.

Delegation

The Trustee has full power to delegate the whole or any part of its custodial functions but its
liability will not be affected by the fact that it has entrusted to a third party some or all of the
assets in its safekeeping. In order to discharge its liability with respect to third parties, the
Trustee must exercise care and diligence in choosing and appointing a third party as a
safekeeping agent so as to ensure that the third party has and maintains the expertise,
competence and standing appropriate to discharge the responsibilities concerned and must
maintain an appropriate level of supervision over safe-keeping agents and make appropriate
enquiries from time to time to confirm that the obligations of the agent continue to be
competently discharged. The Trustee may not delegate its fiduciary duties.

Circumstances under which sub-custodians may be appointed

The Trustee's group of companies provides custodial services in over 100 markets by utilising
its local market custody operations and through its network of sub-custodian banks. The
Trustee may appoint sub-custodians in markets where the relevant Sub-Fund invests and has
in place processes dealing with the selection and ongoing monitoring of such sub-custodians.
A Sub-Fund's investments may be registered in the name of the Trustee or its sub-custodians
where, due to the nature of the law or market practice of jurisdictions, it is common market
practice, is not feasible to do otherwise, or is a more efficient manner of holding such
investments. Such investments may not be segregated from the sub-custodian's own
investments and in the event of default or fraud of such sub-custodian, may not be protected
and may be irrecoverable by the Sub-Fund.

Criteria for the appointment of sub-custodians

The Trustee has comprehensive processes for the initial selection and ongoing monitoring of
its sub-custodians, each of which is chosen based upon securities processing and local
market expertise, and must satisfy stringent operating requirements in terms of structure,
communications, asset servicing and reporting capabilities. All sub-custodians appointed shall
be licensed and regulated under applicable law to carry out the relevant financial activities in
the relevant jurisdiction.

The Trustee has delegated its custodial functions to State Street Bank and Trust Company
who has a global custody network.
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Conflicts of interest

Conflicts of interest may arise for the Trustee or its delegates where the Trustee or its

delegates:

- is likely to make a financial gain, or avoid a financial loss at the expense of the Fund
or its investors;

- has an interest in the outcome of a service or an activity provided to the Fund or of a
transaction carried out on behalf of the Fund which is distinct from the Fund's interest;

- has a financial or other incentive to favour the interest of another client or group of
clients over the interests of the Fund;

- carries on the same activities for the Fund and for other clients that adversely affect
the Fund; or

- is in receipt of inducement in the form of monies, goods or services other than the
standard commission or fee for that service.

Up-to-date information on the Trustee, its duties, any conflicts that may arise, the safe-keeping
functions delegated by the Trustee, the list of delegates and sub-delegates and any conflicts
of interest that may arise from such a delegation is available on request.

Pursuant to Investment Management Agreements (as summarised in the section titled
"GENERAL INFORMATION - Material Contracts" in the lIrish Prospectus), we have
appointed investment manager(s) (each, an "Investment Manager") for each Sub-Fund to
manage the assets of the Sub-Fund. Details are set out in the sections titled "INVESTMENT
OF THE FUND'S ASSETS - Investment Managers" and "MANAGEMENT AND
ADMINISTRATION OF THE FUND - Investment Managers" in the Irish Prospectus and the
section titled "Sub-Fund Characteristics" of the relevant Supplements.

Each Investment Management Agreement provides that the Investment Manager(s) of each
Sub-Fund will manage each Sub-Fund's portfolio in conformity with the investment objectives
and investment policies of each Sub-Fund as set out in the relevant Supplement and the
investment restrictions as set out in the Irish Prospectus.

Each Investment Manager is free to render investment management services to others and to
engage in other activities. We will pay the fees of each Investment Manager.

The Investment Managers may from time to time, with our approval and the approval of, or
notification to, the Central Bank, appoint sub-investment managers (the "Sub-Investment
Managers") to manage all or part of the assets of the relevant Sub-Fund.
Brief details of the Investment Managers and Sub-Investment Managers are as follows:
(a) PineBridge Investments Europe Limited ("PineBridge Europe")
PineBridge Europe is authorised and regulated by the United Kingdom Financial
Conduct Authority in the conduct of its investment business. It is a London-based
investment management company and has been managing funds since 1987.

(b) PineBridge Investments LLC ("PineBridge NY")

PineBridge NY is a U.S. based investment manager regulated by the U.S. Securities
and Exchange Commission. It has been managing funds since 1983.



(c) PineBridge Investments Asia Limited ("PineBridge Asia")

PineBridge Asia is incorporated in Bermuda and based in Hong Kong. It is regulated
by Hong Kong's Securities and Futures Commission and has been managing funds
since 1987.

(d) PineBridge Investments Japan Co., Ltd. ("PineBridge Japan")

PineBridge Japan was incorporated under the laws of Japan and is regulated by the
Financial Services Agency of Japan. It has been managing funds since 1987.

(e) PineBridge Investments Singapore Limited ("PineBridge Singapore")

PineBridge Singapore was incorporated under the laws of Singapore and is regulated
by the Monetary Authority of Singapore. It has been managing funds since 1998.

Each of PineBridge Europe, PineBridge NY, PineBridge Asia, PineBridge Japan and
PineBridge Singapore is a member company of PineBridge Investments. PineBridge
Investments is a global asset manager with long-term track records across listed equity, fixed

PineBridge Investments Singapore Limited (the "Singapore Representative") has been
appointed by us to act as the Fund's local representative in Singapore. The Singapore
Representative is responsible for providing and maintaining certain administrative and other
facilities in respect of each of the Sub-Funds in Singapore. The Singapore Representative has
delegated certain administrative, agency and other related services to the Administrator and
Transfer Agent (as described in paragraph 2.5 below).

If the Singapore Representative becomes insolvent, its appointment may be terminated by
notice in writing under the terms of the Singapore Representative agreement.

The Administrator and Transfer Agent and register of Unitholders

We have appointed State Street Fund Services (Ireland) Limited to act as Administrator and
Transfer Agent of the Fund and each Sub-Fund pursuant to the Administration Agreement. We
have delegated the registration, valuation and administrative functions relating to the Fund and
each Sub-Fund to the Administrator and Transfer Agent.

A register of Unitholders will be maintained by the Administrator and Transfer Agent for all
Unitholders.

The Singapore Representative will either maintain a subsidiary register that relates to
investors who subscribed for or purchased Units in Singapore or a facility ("information
facility") that enables the inspection or extraction of the equivalent information.

Global exposure (as prescribed in the Central Bank UCITS Regulations) and leverage as a
result of investment in FDI will not exceed 100% of the Net Asset Value of the relevant Sub-
Fund on a permanent basis. Global exposure of each Sub-Fund will be measured using the
commitment approach in accordance with the requirements of the Central Bank and the Sub-
Fund's global exposure will be calculated on a daily basis.

"Commitment approach" is an approach for measuring risk or "global exposure" that factors
in the market risk of the investments held in a Sub-Fund, including risk associated with any
financial derivatives instruments held by converting the financial derivatives into equivalent
positions in the underlying assets of those derivatives (sometimes referred to as "notional
exposure"), after netting and hedging arrangements where the market value of underlying
security positions may be offset by other commitments related to the same underlying
positions.

In lending its securities, a Sub-Fund may receive income while retaining the securities
potential for capital appreciation.

Individual commaodities within a specific commodity sector may be highly correlated with each
other and correlation may be determined based on the price trends and historical returns of
these individual commodities.

("ChinaClear") and the Shenzhen-Hong Kong Stock Connect is a securities trading and
clearing linked program developed by HKEx, HKSCC, Shenzhen Stock Exchanges ("SZSE")
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and ChinaClear. The aim of the Stock Connect is to achieve mutual stock market access
between mainland China and Hong Kong.

Each Stock Connect comprises a Northbound trading link (for investment in China Securities)
and a Southbound trading link. Under the Northbound trading link, Hong Kong and overseas
investors (including the relevant Sub-Funds) may be able to place orders to trade eligible
shares listed on SSE and SZSE respectively.

Under the Shanghai-Hong Kong Stock Connect, Hong Kong and overseas investors (including
the relevant Sub-Funds) may be allowed, subject to rules and regulations issued or amended
from time to time, to trade certain China A Shares and ETFs listed on the SSE which satisfy
the criteria as approved by the mainland China regulators from time to time through the
Northbound trading link.

Under the Shenzhen-Hong Kong Stock Connect, Hong Kong and overseas investors
(including the relevant Sub-Funds) may be allowed, subject to rules and regulations issued or
amended from time to time, to trade certain China A-shares and ETFs listed on the SZSE
which satisfy the criteria as approved by the mainland China regulators from time to time
through the Northbound trading link.

The CPF interest rate for the CPF Ordinary Account is computed based on the 3-month
average of major local banks' interest rates, subject to the legislated minimum interest of 2.5%
per annum. The interest rate for CPF Ordinary Account is reviewed quarterly.

The CPF interest rate for the CPF Special Account and CPF Medisave Account is computed
based on the 12-month average yield of 10-year Singapore Government Securities (10YSGS)
plus 1%, subject to a floor interest rate of 4% per annum. The interest rate is reviewed
quarterly.

To enhance the retirement savings of CPF members, the CPF Board pays extra interest on
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the first SGD 60,000 of a CPF member's combined CPF balances (capped at SGD 20,000 for
the CPF Ordinary Account).
