Market and Credit Risks

= Market risks in global markets. The value of the investments in the
Fund may go up or down due to changing economic, political,
regulatory, social development or market conditions that impact the
share price of the companies that the Fund invests in.

= Currency. Assets of the Fund may be denominated in a currency other
than the Base Currency of the Fund. Changes in the exchange rate
between the Base Currency and the currency of the asset may cause
the value of your investment and any income from it to rise or fall.

= You have greater exposure to market risks as this is an equity
fund.
