“Investment grade fixed income securities” are securities rated at least BBB- (Standard &
Poor’s Ratings Services), Baa3 (Moody’s Investors Services, Inc.), an equivalent rating by Fitch
ratings or if unrated, determined by the Investment Manager to be of equivalent quality.

“NAV” means the net asset value of the Fund or relevant Class.

“Singapore Representative” means Natixis Investment Managers Singapore Limited.

“Stock Connects” means the Shanghai-Hong Kong Stock Connect program and/or Shenzhen-
Hong Kong Stock Connect program.
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
